














Looking into the future

Inyear 2010 Net-Safe Latvia has planned several awareness raising activities putting main effort on developing educational
resources for adults, mainly teachers, psychologists and social pedagogues. Hotline is in the process of signing the Cooper-
ation Agreement with the State Police. Hotline will continue to process the reports and contribute to Inhope association in
order to ensure fighting against illegal content. Helpline will organise specific campaigns for the target groups — children,
youth, parents and teachers to encourage them to call and report abuse, as well as get consulted by the psychologists of
the helpline.

The following activities are planned in Year 2010:

v Setting up Teacher’s Panel. The teachers represented in the Panel will be involved in development of different inter-
net safety educational resources, also sharing expertise about dealing with internet safety issues at schools.
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v SID 2010 celebration. Latvia will participate in the Worldwide campaign SID 2010 campaign “Think before you post
It is planned to organise Forum in cooperation with Microsoft Latvia. Representatives of the Latvian Youth Panel J@p”
will share information about their peers habits using internet and posting personal details in their profiles. Youth Panel
representatives will be asked to comment how safe Latvian social networks are, to hear these opinions representatives
of Latvian social networks will be present, they will be given a chance to show in the forum their plans of improving
safety for kids.

v Contest for librarians will be organized in January — March 2009. Librarians will be encouraged to organize different
internet safety activities in their libraries in February 2010.

v Development of Internet Safety Guidelines for teachers to be used in classes in the subjects “Informatics’, “Social
sciences”, “Ethics”and “Politics and Rights”. The resource is planned to be developed based on the Project materials and
with support of the Ministry of Education, The State Education Centre.

v Internet safety test will be organized for 6th grade students. The test will consist of 10 different tasks: questions,
case studies, analysis of picture etc. The results from this test will serve as a survey and it will enable the Net-Safe Latvia
project to get the latest information on the knowledge of children on internet safety issues — and what could be im-
proved and should be taught more. The activity is planned to be carried out with the support of Ministry of Education,
The State Education Centre.

v Development of educational online game for children. As children are very keen on online gaming it is planned to de-
velop entertaining and educational online game in order to teach children about risks on the internet through the game.

v Different seminars will be organized for all the target groups, mainly focusing on training the trainees — librarians,
teachers, social pedagogues and school psychologists.

v Focus group discussions with parents will be organized to get better insight of what are the main concerns in fami-
lies with children using internet.

v/ Reiterative research “Safer Internet for Children and Youth” will be conducted. The results will be compared to the
results from previous researches in Spring 2008 and Autumn 2006.

v Different printable materials, souvenirs and online resources will be produced for all of the target groups.

v More attention will be paid to promotion of Net-Safe Latvia project in different social internet media (twitter, face-
book etc).

v A cartoon for pre-school children will be developed to teach them DOs and DON'Ts when using computer and
internet.
